Sustained Silent Reading
Policies and Procedures

Responsibilities:  For the entire school year, we will spend 30 minutes of each block day participating in Sustained Silent Reading (SSR).  During this workshop, you will spend the entire time reading unless instructed otherwise.  You must read at least two books each semester (one per quarter).  You are required to read your books outside of class in order to finish by the due date.   If you do not finish reading two books by the end of the semester, you will lose participation points.
Reading Workshop Procedures:  

1. Students must read the entire time in order to earn participation points.  You may not do homework or read any material for another course; reading workshop is not study hall.

2. You must have a book in your possession when the bell rings, or I will assign you a book to read for the period.  Please be prepared.  Keep your SSR book with you at all times.  If you are near the end of your book, please bring another to start reading when you are finished.

3. You may not talk or disturb others; doing so will result in point loss.

4. If you are absent, you must have a parent or guardian sign your Reading Log to verify that you read at home.  The same time frame for absent work applies to Sustained Silent Reading (five days).  You must read at home for 30 minutes in order to make up your time.

Grading:  

1. Each day that you come prepared to read silently, you will receive participation points.  Forgetting a book, socializing, or working on homework for another class will result in point loss.

2. If you forget your book but spend the entire period reading an assigned book quietly, you will receive half credit.
3. You need to complete a Reading Log every time you read in class.  Your Reading Logs are due at the end of each quarter, and your SSR participation is worth 40-50 points per quarter.  You will earn points based on your preparation and performance.
4.  At the end of the quarter, you will need to turn in your Reading Log, and you will complete an in-class writing response to your novel.  Students who do not finish their novels will not earn full credit on their written responses.
