Library Research Project:  75 points possible
This library research project is intended to provide you with greater understanding and knowledge about life for Americans during the 1930’s Great Depression.

You and your partners will create an informative instructional resource on an assigned topic about life during the Great Depression using Google Slides.  Your presentation must be ten slides.  Your first slide will be an Introduction slide with your topic, names of presenters, and class period.  Your last slide must be a Works Consulted.
· Your presentation must be at least three minutes, and no longer than five minutes. Please make sure that you practice to make sure that you are meeting the required time limits. Students who do not meet the time requirement will lose points.  
Instructions:

· As a group, create a ten-slide outline for your presentation – outlining what information you are going to include on each slide.
· Start taking notes on the information that you are going to include in your presentation.  Make sure that you cite it as you go.  Use Noodle Tools so that you and your partner(s) can both contribute to citing sources.  Cite your sources as you gather your information, rather than waiting until the end. 
· Create your presentation.  Include information to teach the class about your topics and images.  You do not need to cite your images.  You may include a short video if you would like, but it must be no longer than one-two minutes.
· Do not copy and paste material from websites.  YOU MUST put the information in your own words, and your text should be brief.  Do not write long paragraphs on your slides.  
· You must turn in a typed Works Consulted page on the due date (as well as including it in your presentation) citing where you found your information.    If you are caught plagiarizing (not giving credit where credit is due), you will earn a zero on the assignment.

· Plan presentation:  practice pronunciation, organize when each of you is speaking, make sure that you are prepared to answer questions, etc.
