AVID 4 Service Learning Project Outline

Service Learning Essential Question 
Service Learning Project requires that you research a topic that relates to and guides your service learning project.  It becomes your starting point. 

Good essential questions require you to do four or more of the following:

· Develop  a plan or course of action

· Make a decision

· Consult multiple sources, both primary and secondary

· Synthesize information in order to develop an answer

· Develop an answer that is controversial, arguable, or open to interpretation

· Construct an answer that doesn’t exist yet

Service Learning Project Proposal
The Service Learning Proposal identifies the area of focus for the service, it reflects the essential question that will be used to guide the research, and it outlines the specifications of the actual project or culminating activity.
Service Learning Argument Paper
The Argument Essay requires students give reasons to support a thesis that constructed as a result of their research and in response to their Essential Question.
Service Learning Project Field Experience and Documentation Product
After you have completed your essential question and Argument Essay, you are ready to begin completing your 10 required hours in the service learning field of choice. You must provide sufficient documentation of your hours by first completing the Service Learning Log and secondly by creating a product that captures the essence of your time and efforts out in the community.
You must also create a product that captures the essence of your time and efforts spent out in the community.  Since your project will be the experience of volunteering, the product may be a scrapbook, a journal, a video-diary, or some other method of documenting the entire experience.
Service Learning Project Presentation

After you have completed your field experience and product, you are ready to prepare your presentation. Your presentation will be used to highlight the entire scope of your service learning project.  You will prepare an 8-10 minute oral presentation about your project experience.
